Fifth Sunday in Ordinary Time  

In this Sunday‘s Old Testament reading from the Prophet Isaiah and from the 
Gospel of St. Luke, we have references to the vocation or ―calling‖ one receives 
from God. Sometimes we may think that the term ―vocation‖ is used only in ref-
erence to a religious vocation or to the priesthood. This is an incomplete under-
standing. The Church teaches that we are all called to a life of holiness through a 
particular path in life that, God-willing, will lead us to heaven. One‘s particular 
path may be lived out in several different ways. The particular paths include 
different forms of life such as the single life, religious life, service in the Church 
through the Sacrament of Holy Orders, and through the Sacrament of Marriage. 
And although there are different vocations in life, the most important thing is that 
we respond to the particular call God has for each one of us.  

 
Last Saturday, seventeen engaged couples attended a conference on the Sacra-
ment of Marriage, ―Two Become One,‖ here at SEAS. The all day conference is a 
series of presentations by married couples that breaks open the Church‘s teaching 
on marriage which includes the topics of faithfulness, permanence, covenant and 
openness to life. The couples engage in activities to help them grow in the knowl-
edge and skills necessary for a successful marriage. Each of the four presentations 
concludes with a prayer service which serves as a reminder that the couples will 
bind themselves, not only to one another in marriage, but to Christ as well! The 
day ends with Mass and a celebration dinner. My sincere thanks to everyone who 
helped with the marriage preparation day here at SEAS!  
 
Thank you to all who contributed to the ―We Care‖ collection last weekend and to 
all who give so generously to the food pantry. Since I am in the parish office sev-
eral days a week, I have the privilege of seeing the ―fruits‖ of your charity in ac-
tion. Christ frequently arrives at the door of SEAS seeking a food box, a gas card 
or soap/shampoo. Because parishioners of SEAS always see Christ in our neighbor 
in need, He never leaves here empty-handed and usually with a prayer, an en-
couraging word and hope! This work is truly the fulfillment of one of our most im-
portant vocations in life, which is being at the service of those in need.
