Sixteenth  Sunday in Ordinary Time  

In the Gospel this week we read the story of Martha and Mary. 
We see two very different types of people in them. Martha loved 
to serve, but she was rather anxious, especially when she waited on 
Jesus. Her anxiety seemed to cause a bit of unrest. Mary, in con-
trast, displayed a simple and trusting personality. She attended to 
Jesus by sitting quietly at His feet. It seems that Mary knew exactly 
what Jesus wanted, which was her attentive presence. There can be 
a lesson for us here. Does anxiety and preoccupation keep us from 
listening to Jesus and from giving the Lord our undivided attention? 

The Lord bids us to bring Him our concerns and anxieties. Why? Because 
Jesus is trustworthy and able to guide us in all our needs. His grace can 
free us from our needless concerns and preoccupation when we place our 
trust in Him. In the week ahead, spend some time examining your life to 
see how attentive you are to the Lord’s presence in your life. Ask yourself 
whether Christ finds a welcomed and honored place in your home. 
 
This week we welcome Fr. Fredrick Njoroge at all Masses. Fr. Njoroge is 
visiting us as part of the annual Mission Coop Appeal. Please be as gen-
erous as you are able to assist those in need. If you are not able to assist 
with a financial gift, please remember Fr.

Even though most of us are not 
called to travel to far off places to assist those in need, we can be united 
in faith and prayer with our brothers and sisters in Christ. May these 
words of St. Basil guide us, “The bread which you do not use is the bread 
of the hungry; the clothing hanging in your wardrobe is the clothing of him 
who is naked; the shoes that you do not wear are the shoes of the one 
who is barefoot; the money that you keep locked away is the money of 
the poor: the acts of charity that you do not perform are so many injustices 
that you commit.”
