Jesus then used the illustration of a late-night guest to give his disciples an
important lesson about how God treats us. Jesus taught by describing the
treatment we might experience from a neighbor. Now if a neighbor can
be imposed upon and eventually moved to provide bread in the middle
of the night, how much more responsive to our needs will God our Heav-
enly Father be! He is generous and gracious to us in all things.

Us BISHOPS AND IMMIGRATION

The topic of immigration is on people’s minds these days. In
April, Arizona passed a law making the failure to carry immigra-
tion documents a crime and giving the police broad power to
detain anyone suspected of being in the country illegally. Then
in early July, President Obama gave a speech renewing the call
for immigration reform and the Justice Department initiated a
lawsuit against the Arizona law. With emotions running high, it is
especially important for Catholics to pay close attention to what
the U.S. Bishops are saying about immigration. For an out-
standing summary, see today’s bulletin insert.

UPDATE -CRS HAITI INTL RELIEF COLLECTION

A letter just came from the US Bishops’ Subcommittee on the
Church in Latin America and Catholic Relief Services (CRS) that
thanked the Diocese of La Crosse for contributing $413,626.53
to the Haiti earthquake relief efforts through parish special
collections. This is by far the largest response to an international
relief effort in the history of the diocese and outstanding for a
diocese our size. The letter went on to say that an additional
$282,192.96 was donated directly to CRS from zip codes within
the Diocese of La Crosse, bringing the total to 695,819.49! That
is a response of incredible generosity, especially in the midst of
tough economic times.

Good to report as well that a portion of the CRS funds is being
used to rebuild parish communities and church structures in Haiti,
in conformity with building codes that will make them as safe as
possible. (Nationally, the Special Haiti Relief Collection brought
in $80,090,607.82).
