Ascension of the Lord  

 
Several years ago the Bishops of the Dioceses of Wisconsin 
(with the permission of Rome) moved the observance of the 
Lordõs Ascension from the 40th day after Easter (always a Thurs-
day) to the Sunday following. This was a concession to the secu-
lar commercial and business practices which make it difficult for 
many Catholics to attend Mass on a Thursday. On this Solemnity 
the Church celebrates that event in the life of the early Church 
when they witnessed the Lordõs return to His Father forty days 
after His resurrection. Though the Lord ascended to His Father, 
He has not left us alone. With the Father, the risen (and now 
ascended) Lord promised to send the Holy Spirit upon the Apos-
tles and the Church. Liturgically, this time from the Lordõs Ascen-
sion until the feast of Pentecost is a time for us to pray more 
earnestly for the coming of the Holy Spirit. Last Sunday we 
celebrated the Gift of the Holy Spirit as He was poured out 

upon 37 of our young people in the Sacrament of Confirmation. Next Sunday 
we will liturgically celebrate the coming of the Holy Spirit upon the whole Church 
on the feast of Pentecost. The vestments worn on Pentecost are red as a symbol 
of the òfire of the Holy Spiritó. To more visibly celebrate Pentecost, I invite every-
one to wear something red when you come to Mass next weekend. 
 
It was announced last weekend that Fr. Hector Moreno has been assigned by 
Bishop Listecki as the new pastor of St. Francis of Assisi Parish in Necedah, effec-
tive Tuesday, May 13, 2008. We will have a farewell reception for Fr. Moreno 
next weekend after the 5pm Mass & the 10:15am Mass. (No reception after the 
8am Mass, since Fr. Moreno has the 8:30am Mass at St. Kevinõs in Melrose.) 
Thank you, Fr. Moreno, for your priestly service these past two years to the peo-
ple of St. Elizabethõs and St. Kevinõs. May God strengthen you with His Holy 
Spirit to be a good pastor to the people of St. Francis of Assisi Parish!

Q:   What is the Ascension? 
 
A:    The Ascension is Christõs going up to heaven forty 
days after his resurrection from the dead. Doctrinally 
the Ascension means the final elevation of Christõs hu-
man nature into the condition of divine glory. It is the 
concluding work of redemption. According to the 
churchõs common teaching, the souls of the just from the 
pre-Christian era went with the Savior into the glory of 
heaven. Christõs Ascension is the archetype and pledge 
of our own ascension into heaven.

        Family Spirit 
Each day of the week has significance for us in our Catholic 
faith. Ancient traditions gave form to the week as we know 
it today. First, the Jewish people patterned their days on the 
creation story from the book of Genesis ð God created the 
world in six days and rested on the seventh. The week grew 
to hold Christian traditions when Jesus began to heal on the 
Sabbath and later, rose from the dead on Sunday. This for-
ever changed the way days of the week would be pat-
terned and celebrated. 
 

While we draw from the Triduum and Easter to give holy 
purpose to all of our days, each day of the week has its 
own character, symbolism, and significance. During the 
month of May and into June, each day will be presented 
with a meaning and symbols. 
 

Sunday: From the time Jesus rose from the dead, this has 
been òthe Lordõs dayó ð not only on Easter Sunday but on 
every Sunday of the year. What had been the first day of 
the week for the Jews ð starting a new cycle of workdays 
leading up to the Saturday Sabbath ð gradually became 
the first day of the New Creation. For Christians, Sunday 
became the new day of rest, a time for Godõs people to 
come together as a faith community to celebrate Mass and 
worship the Trinity ð Father, Son, and Spirit ð as Sunday 
also became the day of the Trinity. Symbols: sun; radiant 
jeweled cross; triangle, three-leaf clover.
