Solemnity of the Most Holy Trinity  

 
Having closed the Easter season last Sunday with the Solemnity of Pen-
tecost commemorating the descent of the Holy Spirit upon the Apostles, 
the Mother of the Lord, and all His disciples, the Church now enters Or-
dinary Time, during which the many teachings of the Lord are presented 
and the different mysteries of the Faith explored. One such mystery ð in 
fact, the fundamental mystery of our Faith ð is the Holy Trinity. God has 
revealed Himself as one God, yet three Divine Persons: the Father is 
made known through His creation, the Son in the Incarnation, and the 
Holy Spirit is manifested in a startling fashion at Pentecost. This is not 
some trivia about God that we can easily dismiss. The doctrine of the 
Holy Trinity expresses Who God is in Himself, as a community of Per-
sons, yet remaining one God. The identity of the family and the nature 
of the Church ð communities of love ð find their model in the mystery of 

the Holy Trinity, which is the first community of love. We should always be mind-
ful what it means to call this a mystery. It shouldnõt be confused with the contem-
porary use of the word, for instance, a murder mystery, where persistent investi-
gation reveals facts not known before. Rather, the mysteries of Faith refer to 
realities that can be known by us, but only in a limited way, since our capacity to 
know is limited. Of all mysteries of Faith, the Holy Trinity is the most òmysteriousó, 
since our finite understanding of an infinite God will always be incomplete. That 
is one more reason why our Catholic Faith will always be a journey and an ad-
venture: we can always grow in our knowledge, understanding, and love of 
God. 
 
Following the assignment of Fr. Hector Moreno as the new Pastor of St. Francis of 
Assisi Parish in Necedah, Bishop Listecki is transferring the care of St. Kevin Par-
ish in Melrose to the new pastor of St. Joseph Parish in Black River Falls, effec-
tive June 3, 2008. (I have been pastor of St. Kevinõs since September, 2005.) I 
again will be attending the Liturgical Institute in Chicago for six weeks this sum-
mer (June 6 ð July 18). Bishop Listecki will be assigning a priest from India to 
serve SEAS during June (more info about him in next weekõs bulletin!), and Fr. 
Malin will be filling in from July 1 until my return on July 18. 
 
Fr. Del Malin, founding pastor of St. Elizabeth Ann Seton Parish, was ordained a 
priest on May 24, 1958. Today (Sunday) we celebrate the 50th Anniversary of 
his ordination at the 10:15am Mass, at which Fr. Malin will preside. All are in-
vited to the reception in the gather place which follows the Mass and continues 
until 3:00pm. The celebration will conclude with a short program at 3:00pm. 
Congratulations Fr. Malin!

Q:      What is the best way to define the Holy Trinity? 
 
A:      The Holy Trinity is the term used since 200 A.D.to  
denote the central doctrine of the Christian religion. God, 
who is one and unique in his infinite substance or nature, is 
three really distinct persons, the Father, Son, and Holy Spirit. 
The one and only God is the Father, the Son, and the Holy 
Spirit. Yet God the Father is not God the Son, but generates 
the Son eternally, as the Son is eternally begotten. The Holy 
Spirit is neither the Father nor the Son, but a distinct person 
having his divine nature from the Father and the Son.
